The TPMS signals the driver a possible
insufficient pressure if this falls below the
warning limit for any reason, including the
effects of low temperature and normal
loss of pressure from the tyre.

The TPMS will stop indicating insufficient
tyre pressure when it is equal to or
greater than the prescribed cold inflation
pressure.

If insufficient tyre pressure is indicated
((_!_) symbol shown on the instrument
panel), increase the inflation pressure up
to the prescribed cold inflation value.

Once the systemreceives the updated
inflation pressures, it will automatically
update and the (1) symbol will turn off.
The car might need tobe drivenat a
speed higher than about 25 km/h up to
20 minutes for the TPMS to receive this
information.

To view TPMS information on the Connect
system display, and activate the "Car
information" function, fig. 18 using the
corresponding widget in the Main Menu.
