When you want to signal the change of the
driving lane, move the lever until the first
impulse (about half stroke).

The direction indicator on the side
selected will be activated for 3 flashes and
then go out automatically.

“Emergency Stop Signalling

(ESS)” function

This function automatically activates the
hazard warning lights in case of sudden
deceleration or activation of the ABS
system at speeds above 30 mph (50
km/h).

The hazard warning lights will switch off
when deceleration falls below a certain
threshold or the ABS is no longer active.

AUTO FUNCTION (Dusk sensor)

This function switches the headlights
on/off automatically according to the
environmental light.

The TPMS signals the driver a possible
insufficient pressure if this falls below the
warning limit for any reason, including the
effects of low temperature and normal
loss of pressure from the tyre.

The TPMS will stop indicating insufficient
tyre pressure when it is equal to or
greater than the prescribed cold inflation
pressure.

Should it become necessary
for whatever reason to check pressure with
warm tyres, do not reduce pressure even
though it is higher than the prescribed value.
Repeat the check when the tyres are cold.

9) Should one or more wheels be fitted
without sensors, the system will no longer
be available and a warning message will
be shown on the display, until wheels with
sensors are fitted again.

10) The TPMS cannot indicate sudden tyre
pressure drops (e.g. if a tyre bursts). In this
case, stop the car, braking with caution and
avoiding abrupt steering.

11) Changes in outside temperature may
cause tyre pressures to vary. The system
may temporarily indicate insufficient
pressure. In this case, check the tyre
pressure when cold and, if necessary,
restore the inflation values.
